Travel information from Niceto Peyresqg, Alpes de Haute-Provence, France

Nice Airport — Train Station “ Gare de Provence’ (not SNCF but Cheminsde Fer de
Provence)

Most will arrive at the international airport in Nice. After arrival turn left in the arrival hall
Terminal 1 and leave the arrival hall by the left exit (showing the number A0) to the bus
stops. In case you arrive at Terminal 2 take the shuttle busto Terminal 1. Please pass all the
bus stopstill you reach the last one — stop number 6 — from which the local bus number 23 is
departing every 12 minutes, on Sunday every 17 minutes. Y ou can buy the bus ticket from the
bus driver for 1,30 €.

Please note that the “Chemins de Fer de Provence’ is a private train company with its own
station called “ Gare de Provence”, rue Alfred Binet. Y our ride from the airport to the station
will take approximately 40 minutes. The bus station near the Gare de Provenceis caled
“Place de Gaulle” where you have to get off. On the other side of the street you see the old
station building dated 1892. Don’t panic as the station isin ruins but pass the building on its
left side, yellow signs are guiding you as well. Pass along the former railway hall —in ruins as
well — cross a parking lot and cross the small street in front of you (rue Alfred Binet) and you
arein front of the new station. Thereis no official luggage deposit but in case you have some
time left for sightseeing in Nice you can leave your luggage at the restaurant, but they charge
rather alot.

If you arrivein Nice by train it will be at the “Gare de Nice Ville’ from where you can also
take the bus number 23 to the Gare de Provence which will take approximately 10 minutes.

Garede Provence— Annot

Y ou have to buy your ticket at the station and the train ride costs 10,10 € (for students 8,10 €,
so please take your student identity card with you) and takes according to the schedule 1.47 h
till Annot. But the train makes a lot of stops at small stations and needs mostly longer.

Annot — Peyresq

Please stay in front of the station in Annot where you will be picked up by a bus, when many
of you are scheduled to arrive with the same train or by taxi if youare only afew. Therefore |
need your exact arrival and departure times for organising this.

Just in case

In case you airplane is delayed and you would not have enough time to get to the Gare de
Provence you have a second chance to jump on the train at another station on the outskirts of
Nice: take ataxi to the station Lingostiére which takes about 10-15 minutes from the airport.
Thetrain stops at Lingostiére 15 minutes after leaving the Gare de Provence. Below isthe
internet address of the timetable of the Train de Provence, departing from Nice, so please
check the departure times carefully.
